Key Information





Class 11 will take part in indoor and outdoor PE every week. This year, children will wear their PE kits to school. Please ensure your children have a full PE kit as it is a very important part of the school curriculum. Our PE days for Autumn A are Wednesday and Friday. Please note that this will change to Thursday and Friday in Autumn B. Please ensure all kits and uniforms are labelled as the children are responsible for their own property. In year 6, it is important we lead by example and set high expectations in relation to behaviour and standards of uniform. Therefore, please ensure that your child is wearing the correct uniform, including school shoes, not trainers.  Children are responsible for their own property.





The school door will open at 8:40am for a staggered entry into school and will close at 8:50am. Toast will be available to purchase during this time. School finishes for class 11 at 3:20pm. If your child is allowed to walk home, please inform myself or the office.





Attendance and punctuality are extremely important across school but especially in year 6.  Please ensure your child is on time each day. 


Earrings, jewellery and acrylic/gel are not allowed in school as they are a health and safety hazard. Children will not be permitted to go on the playground or out for PE with these items.





Online learning/ homework





As part of our learning and communication, activities will be set on Showbie and SATs companion regularly. The children will be informed and it is vital that they regularly check these apps/websites, as this will feed into our learning in school. 


Please check these daily.





Please also regularly access TT Rock Star – important for multiplication tables.





As this is an important year for our Year 6’s, they will have access to SATs companion, which is vital in supporting them with their preparation for SAT’s.





All children will be well prepared within school to access this learning at home. This includes bringing home a password sheet with all of their relevant passwords on. Spellings and arithmetic sheets will be introduced on a Monday and returned/tested on a Monday. These will go alongside homework set on SATs companion – this is additional homework to prepare them for SATs, as well as high school. Once set, the children have one week to complete these. Children will also be expected to take home their reading books each evening to read, and change these frequently.





If possible, please provide your child with their own individual headphones which will be labelled and kept in their tray at school.


An inexpensive, wired pair are preferable as large headphones will not fit in their trays.


School will not be held responsible for expensive headsets going missing so please do not send in ear buds or air pods.
